The word ñshroveò is a form of an Old English word ñshriveò which means to obtain absolution of oneôs sins 
through the act of penance; it means to confess oneôs sins; or to free from guilt.  Shrove Tuesday is the day 
before Ash Wednesday.  The idea of Shrove Tuesday was to rid oneôs household of all the rich foods in the  
household (ie butter, eggs, milk or cream, sugar, and lard as a preparation for the 40 days of fasting which 
would come in Lent.  Liturgical fasting always meant eating plainer foods and refraining from those foods 
which gave pleasure.  In many cultures one would refrain from meat, dairy products, or eggs.  The easiest 
way in the household to use up most of these ingredients was to make pancakes.   In keeping with tradition, 
the youth are holding a pancake supper on February 13th from 5:00 - 7:00 PM which will be open to the pub-
lic.  Ten percent of the proceeds that evening will go to a yet to be determined charity with the remaining 
funds going to the youth fund. The menu for the supper will include all you can eat pancakes, sausage, fruit, 
juice, and coffee.  Of course butter and syrup will be provided to smother your cakes.

At the end of each side of the altar are two flower stands.   Each  
Sunday morning a bouquet of flowers sits on each one.   The flowers 
are there because members of the congregation have donated them to 
adorn the sanctuary for worship.  Those flowers, purchased through 
Riemanôs Florist may be given in honor or memory of loved ones.  The 
cost of each bouquet is $12.00.  To donate flowers, simply place your 
name on the Flower Chart which is located on the bulletin board out in 
the narthex.  The chart is divided into months and each month into 
Sundays.  Each Sunday has two spaces representing the two bouquets 
that may be given.  Simply place your name in the space provided 
along with your message along with how you wish the flowers to be 
memorialized.  Please place payment for the flowers in an envelope 
and drop it off in the offering basket or place it on desk in the office.  If 
you are paying for the flowers by check, make it payable to ñPeace 
Lutheran Churchò.  On the memo line of the check, write the word 
ñaltar flowersò.  You may take the flowers home with you at the  
conclusion of the worship service.  Once you have signed up for the 
flowers and paid for them, Riemanôs Florist will do the rest including 
their delivery to the church on Saturday morning.  Should you desire to 
memorialize flowers for worship on a day for which both bouquets 
have already been spoken, arrangements can be made so that more than two bouquets adorn the worship 
space.  We ask that you notify the church of such a change so that we can notify the florist to make more than 
two arrangements.

The Ash Wednesday liturgy marks the beginning 
of the penitential discipline of remembering and 
confessing our sins which climaxes in the  

absolution and peace of the Maundy Thursday liturgy.  The mood of the day as that of the season of Lent itself 
is on one penitence and reflection on the quality of our faith and life.  As we focus on the mystery of our  
redemption in Christ we are brought anew to the gift of our Baptism. 
  

The ashes for the service are prepared by burning the palm branches from the previous Palm Sunday.  The ash 
from the palms are ground through a wire sieve with a spoon and then mixed with a little water or oil. 
  

Ashes are an extraordinarily rich symbol rooted in ancient customs and practices.  Ashes, in a Jewish and 
Christian context suggest judgment and Godôs condemnation of sin; frailty, our total dependence upon God 
for life;  humiliation; and repentance.  We are reminded forcefully of the words of the committal in the burial 
service, ñ...earth to earth, ashes to ashes, dust to dust.ò For one day those words will be said over us.   
  

Moreover, ashes suggest cleansing and renewal.  They were once used as a cleansing agent in the absence of 
soap, and on Ash Wednesday the ashes have sometimes been understood as a penitential substitute for water 
as a sign of Baptism.  Water both stifles and refreshes, drowns and makes alive; so the ashes also tell of both 
death and renewal.   Join us as we begin our Lenten pilgrimage to the cross on Ash Wednesday.
